Bill 36- Diaz, Duchene (P); Pfeuffer-Furgeson (Co)

o Mandating that nominations for the FSU Student Senate Award for Excellence be
proposed in the form of a resolution and clarifying that they be referred to the
Student Life committee by the Senate President. This bill also outlines procedural
guidelines for the nominating resolution that mirrors those of Student Senate Hall
of Fame Award procedures.
