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On April 17, 2025, our campus community experienced a tragic and senseless act of violence.

At lunchtime, an active shooter opened fire at the FSU Student Union. Two members of our
community lost their lives. Six others were injured and are receiving care.

The Florida State University Student Government Association is heartbroken and devastated by
the tragic events that occurred on our campus today. This tragedy has deeply shaken the
Florida State community, and we are grieving together.

We are incredibly grateful to the Florida State University Police Department, the Tallahassee
Police Department, the Leon County Sheriff’'s Office, the Florida Department of Law
Enforcement, and the Florida Highway Patrol for their swift and courageous response. Their
efforts contained the threat and prevented further loss of life.

Right now, our focus is on taking care of one another, supporting the victims, their families, and
every student, faculty member, and staff member trying to make sense of what happened.
